If you live in a disaster-prone area, you can take certain steps before disaster strikes to help ensure the safety and well being of your pets. Responsible dog owners should have certain supplies on hand year round in case of an emergency evacuation due to disaster. Keeping these supplies packed together in a convenient location will be helpful if and when you and your loved ones need to evacuate.


The American Kennel Club® recommends the following supplies:


Leash and collar with ID tags attached 


Medical health records including a current vaccination record 


Photocopy of AKC registration papers 


Recent photo of your pet 


At least a three-day supply of food, medication and water 


Food and water dishes 


Blankets or bedding 


Crate 


Favorite toys 


Plastic "pick-up" bags 


The American Kennel Club also recommends permanent identification for your dog, such as a microchip or tattoo and permanent enrollment in the � HYPERLINK "http://www.akc.org/lostfound/" �AKC Companion Animal Recovery�. Permanent identification will help reunite owners and their dogs and is especially important in a disaster-prone area.

Test Developed to Determine Ivermectin Sensitivity





As many of us know, there are dogs that are sensitive to Ivermectin, so much so that it’s too dangerous to use heartworm medications containing Ivermectin on these dogs.  Breeds that have shown a higher sensitivity to Ivermectin include Collies, Shelties, Aussies and Old English Sheepdogs.


�The Washington State University Vet School has developed a test that will tell if your dog carries the gene which makes Ivermectin dangerous to this particular dog.  A simple cheek swab is all it takes for you to submit your dog’s DNA to WSU for evaluation.  With that, the school can determine with 100% accuracy whether your dog is Normal/Normal (does not carry the mutation and will not pass the mutation onto their offspring), Mutant/Mutant (dog carries the mutation and WILL pass it onto their offspring) or Mutant/Normal (dog carries the mutation, and may pass it onto their offspring).





The test is $60 per dog. Upon request, WSU will send you a kit which contains a cheek


swab and instructions for submitting the sample. You then send that in to be tested.
