AKC Now Allows DNA Results to be Transferred From Other Registries �

The AKC is now accepting DNA results produced by MMI Genomics through other registries, such as the Field Dog Stud Book. The move will allow coonhound and field dog customers who have already processed their DNA through MMI Genomics to transfer DNA records so the dog can become AKC DNA certified.��Previously, the AKC did not accept DNA record transfers and if dogs met the Frequently Used Sire DNA requirement the owner was required to submit a sample through the AKC DNA certification department at a cost of $35-40. Now, AKC is offering a reduced rate of $20 per dog to transfer the DNA data and store the information.��"Permitting the transfer of DNA records allows improved service to new customers without compromising our high standards for quality, data integrity and DNA ownership rights," said Tom Sharp, Assistant Vice President of Compliance for the AKC. "Along with ease of registration, a broad network of clubs, and exciting events, this initiative will go a long way in bolstering the number of registrations as well as dogs eligible to participate in AKC Coonhound Events and Field Trials."��To transfer DNA records to AKC, dog owners must complete an AKC DNA transfer kit, which can be ordered via the AKC online store or by calling AKC DNA Operations at (919) 816-3508. Customers will need to include a copy of the MMI Genomics DNA Certificate and a new DNA sample on the Foam Tip Applicator (FTA) card along with a properly completed DNA transfer form. This FTA sample will be archived by the AKC, and if a question arises about a dog's DNA profile, or the parentage of the dog or its offspring is in question, the FTA sample will be processed by MMI Genomics to confirm the dog's DNA profile. �

New Test for Multi-drug Sensitivity





It is well known that Collies and related breeds can have adverse reactions to drugs such as ivermectin, loperamide (Imodium®), and others. It was previously unknown why some individual dogs were sensitive and others were not. Advances in molecular biology at the Veterinary Clinical Pharmacology Laboratory at Washington State University's College of Veterinary Medicine have led to the discovery of the cause of multi-drug sensitivity in affected dogs. The problem is due to a mutation in the multi-drug resistance gene (mdr1). This gene encodes a protein, P-glycoprotein, that is responsible for pumping many drugs and other toxins out of the brain. Dogs with the mutant gene can not pump some drugs out of the brain as a normal dog would, which may result in abnormal neurologic signs. The result may be an illness requiring an extended hospital stay--or even death.��A test has recently been developed at Washington State University to screen for the presence of the mutant gene*. Instead of avoiding drugs such as ivermectin in known susceptible breeds, veterinarians can now determine if a dog is normal, in which case the drug can be administered or abnormal, in which case an alternative treatment can be given.��Owners and breeders can submit samples for testing. All that is needed for the test is a cheek brush sample that can be obtained by the owner and sent by mail for analysis.

BSL Defeated in IL, OK �

AKC is pleased to report that thanks to strong opposition by responsible dog owners, two state-level breed-specific initiatives have been stopped in their tracks. In Oklahoma, Sen. Reynolds recently dropped his support of SB247, which would have allowed municipalities to enact breed-specific laws. Without the Senator's support, the bill effectively died in committee. ��On Wednesday, HB1128 was defeated in the Illinois House Committee on Agriculture and Conservation by a vote of 9-6. The bill would have repealed an existing state law that prohibits breed-specific dangerous dog legislation.��AKC congratulates responsible dog owners in Oklahoma and Illinois on their swift efforts. We urge you, however, to be watchful of the situation as there is always a chance that other pending animal bills could be amended to include BSL. Furthermore, both bill sponsors remain very concerned about dangerous dog problems in their respective states. However, they now seem more receptive to the notion that strong enforcement of reasonable regulations, rather than breed bans, are a more effective solution. Dog owners are encouraged to work with the sponsors in this regard. �

To help get you started, here’s some basic info and tips from the Onofrio website:


There are 3 sizes of ads offered: FULL PAGE (4-1/2" x 7-1/4") - HALF PAGE (4-1/2" x 3-5/8") and QUARTER PAGE (4-1/2" x 1-13/16").


Design your ad on a piece of paper the exact size as the catalog page (fold an 8 1/2" x 11" sheet in half)


Proportion or scale the size of your photo to exact dimensions and place it on your ad mockup.


Use the space provided on the advertisers request sheet or, on another sheet of paper, but place your layout in a space the exact size of your ad. Type or print your message. Indicate the position of photos and art work. If you wish, indicate an approximate type size and layout of the text, otherwise, we will design the ad for you.


TEXT: Be aware of the space limitations. A five generation pedigree will have to be set in such a small type size that it will be impossible to read. Please proof read your copy for legibility and spelling.


PHOTOS: Please send the ORIGINAL PHOTOGRAPH! We have now completely converted to a fully digital system and prefer to scan the photos ourselves. DO NOT send PMT halftones or halftone tearsheats. The quality from rescanning these will not be good.


If you wish to scan your own photo, you may, but please follow these guidelines. (1) scan in GRAYSCALE only, not in color. (2) scan at 266 dpi resolution. (3) scan closely to the final size of the photo. (4) save the file in a TIFF format. Then email the photo file to us at � HYPERLINK "mailto:pasteup@onofrio.com" ��pasteup@onofrio.com�


All photos are returned to the ad chairperson on the day of the show.


ARTWORK: Line ink drawings, logos, unusual type styles and the like are easily scanned as bitmap files by our staff and do not incur an extra charge. Multi-colored art may or may not present a problem. The scanner may not be able to make a distinction between the colors. Paintings, pastels, charcoal or pencil drawings are also scanned but are scanned as grayscale files. There is a scanning charge for these grayscales files as this is the same as scanning a photograph.

Heard of a pooch who played a role in a dramatic rescue? If so, what better way to pay tribute to a deserving dog than by nominating him for an � HYPERLINK "http://www.akc.org/news/ace/index.cfm" �American Kennel Club Award for Canine Excellence (ACE)�?


An American Kennel Club (AKC) ACE award is a national honor, given to only five dogs each year who have performed an exemplary act or series of acts, whether large or seemingly small, that have significantly benefited a community or individual. One award is given in the following five categories: law enforcement, search and rescue, therapy, service, and exemplary companion dog. When appropriate, dogs earning honorable mention will be cited. 


In addition to the prestige of being chosen from hundreds of entries, each of the five honorees receives a cash award of $1,000, an engraved sterling silver collar medallion and an all-expenses-paid trip for dog and owner to Tampa, FL, to be honored at the AKC/Eukanuba National Championship in January, 2006. The engraved names of the five recipients will also be added to the ACE plaque that is on permanent display in the AKC Library in New York City. Dogs receiving honorable mention will be awarded an engraved bronze medallion. All entrants will receive an AKC ACE Certificate of Recognition in acknowledgement of their nomination.


Anyone, including the dog owner or handler, may submit a nomination. Submissions for the American Kennel Club Awards for Canine Excellence for 2005 must include: 


A non-returnable, original photograph of the dog. Hi-resolution electronic photos (300dpi and at least 5x7 inches or, 72dpi at least 20x30 inches) are permissible but not scans. 


A 500-word-or-less description of how the dog has demonstrated excellence. 


Dog’s call name, registered name if applicable, breed, age and sex. 


Owner/Nominator name(s), address, phone number. E-mail address if available. 


*Please note that to be considered, dogs must be AKC registered or registrable.
