Because of Rally’s unique design, we can’t give awards that cover the entire Rally Trial (such as High Scoring Dog in all the Rally classes).  But if you’re interested in giving an award for high scoring in one level, that can certainly be done.  Some ideas are High Scoring Dog in Novice Rally, High Scoring Dog in Advanced (or Excellent Rally), High Scoring   [insert breed here]   in Novice (or Advanced or Excellent) Rally.

Obedience is a little easier, and a highest scoring in the whole Obedience trial can be awarded (such as highest scoring dog with a CH, highest scoring dog with a herding title, etc....)

Don’t forget that we have two days of trials.  If you want to give a special award, you don’t have to give it for both days, but you may if you’d like.  Or you might want to give one special award at Saturday’s trial, and a different special award for Sunday’s trial.  To help get the creative juices flowing, some of the special awards that have been given at other obedience trials have been “Highest Scoring ______________”:
