AKC and AKC CAR Offer Disaster Relief to Iowa Shelt ers  

In the wake of recent flooding in Iowa, the American Kennel Club® and AKC Companion Animal Recovery have donated much-needed 
supplies to temporary shelters housing displaced pets and are working closely with area officials to offer assistance and coordinate 
volunteers. Reaching out to local AKC club members in the affected areas, AKC and AKC CAR have been able to assess needs and 
coordinate several shipments of crates, portable kennels, bowls, leashes, collars, harnesses, food, and other supplies that will help 
volunteers care for the hundreds of companion animals now located at two major temporary shelters - Kirkwood Community College in 
Cedar Rapids and the Johnson County 4-H Fairgrounds in Iowa City.  The AKC has been working closely with Scot Northern, President 
of the Cedar Rapids Kennel Association and Mark Shearer, Iowa Department of Agriculture Homeland Security and Veterinary 
Response Coordinator. Both men are working with the AKC to facilitate the immediate fulfillment of supplies to facilities with needs.

Dog Show Terms Explained! 
Angulations- Degree to which dog handlers will bend over backwards to impress judges. 
Balance-  (a) How to arrange the checkbook so your husband won't know how much money you spent on dog shows last 
month. Usually done in the bathroom with the door locked; 
        (b) Ability to hold coffee, danish, leash, treats and entry form all at once 
Bitch- (a) Proper name for a female dog; 
           (b) Name often heard at dog shows, not always to describe a female dog. 
CGC- Canine Gastrointestinal Catastrophe {aka GAS} 
Coat- The hairy covering of a dog that usually falls out about one week before the Specialty show. 
Crabbing- What you do when the judge doesn't like your dog.  
Dam- (a) A female dog with puppies; 
          (b) Expression frequently overheard at dog shows as losers leave the ring. 
 
Symptoms of heat exhaustion: 
 
*Heavy Panting 
* Dog begins huffing and puffing or gasping for air 
* Dog begins to weave when it walks because of     
dizziness 
* Dog lays down or collapses and can't get up 
* Dog becomes unconscious 

Steps to take if  dog is suffering from heat exhaustion: 
 
1. Move the dog out of the sun and into the shade or into 
an air-conditioned building. 
2. Give the dog water to drink. 
3. Rinse the dog off either in the bath tub or with a garden 
hose. 
4. Place the dog in front of a fan while it is still damp. 
5. Place ice bags around the dog's head and neck. 
6. Take the dog to the veterinarian only after the dog has 
been cooled down

Dog Show Terms Explained  
Distemper- Shown by those competitors who just lost to someone they can't stand. 
Dog- To chase a judge from show to show in an effort to attain more breed wins. 
Elbow- Method of getting to ringside quickly when late. 
Expression- "Sweet" look adopted by hungry dogs while staring ravenously at  chunks of liver. 
Fancier- Degree to which some gentlemen handlers dress more than others. 
Feathering- What winners are accused of doing to judges' nests.�

The origin and history of the Collie dog breed is not known, but we do 
know that the Collie originated in both the Highlands of Scotland and 
throughout early England. The breed has an ancestry that spans 
thousands of years. The dogs were bred with great care in order to 
assist their masters in the herding and guarding of their flock. Until 
the last two centuries, both varieties were strictly working dogs 
without written pedigrees.  

In England in the 1800s, Queen Victoria took an interest 
in the breed. Queen Victoria kept Collies at Balmoral 
Castle in Scotland and her interest launched the breed's 
subsequent popularity. Collies were first exhibited in 
1860 at the Birmingham, England dog show, in the 
generic class "Scotch Sheep-Dogs."  From early in the 
19th century, when some dog fanciers began to take 
interest in these dogs, and the keeping of written 
pedigrees began, the breed progressed rapidly, 
becoming not only larger in stature but also more 
refined. 

The word "Collie" is as obscure as the breed itself. The 
name has been spelled many different ways: Coll, 
Colley, Coally and Coaly. Generally, the most accepted 
origin of the word is "Coll" - the Anglo-Saxon word for 
black.  Thus, we can speculate the breed was originally 
much darker than today's  Collies. The dog "Old Cockie" 
was born in 1867 and he is credited with not only 
stamping characteristic type on the rough Collie but he is 
believed to be responsible for introducing to the breed 
the factors which led to the development of the sable 
coat color.  

 Early Rough Collies were smaller, with broader heads 
and shorter muzzles. At some point Collies were mixed 
with the Borzoi, to have the influence for what have 
became today. Collie type was well enough "fixed" by 
1886 so that the English breeders have never seen fit to 
change the height and weight established in their 
standard at that time.  

In 1879 the first English Collie was imported to this 
country. It is from England that we find the famous pillars 
of the breed, from which the American fanciers sought 
not only their next big winner, but also their foundation 
stock. 

The Collie Club of America, Inc. (CCA) was organized in 
1886, two years after the establishment of the American 
Kennel Club, and was the second parent club to join the 
AKC. 

Collies are generally medium-sized dogs. Dogs are from 
24 to 26 inches at the shoulder and weigh from 60 to 75 
pounds. Bitches are from 22 to 24 inches at the shoulder, 
weighing from 50 to 65 pounds. 

  

Collies are  alert, active and agile. They are a noble, 
highly intelligent with a sensitive, sweet, kind, easy to 
train and loyal temperament. Their gentleness and 

devotion also make them quite compatible with children. 
They are often more suitable as companions than as 
watch dogs. Individual personalities of dogs vary. They 
are usually good with other pets and friendly with other 
dogs.   

 

The Smooth Collie was considered principally as a 
drover's dog used for guiding cows and sheep to market. 
The Smooth Collie is more popular as a companion dog 
in Great Britain than in the United States. Though 
popularity in the U.S. today is gaining.  

The AKC considers the Rough and Smooth Collies as 
varieties of the same breed. They are judged by the 
same standard with the exception of the coat. 

 

The breed has a spectacular stiff coat with a soft dense 
undercoat. It sheds dirt readily.  A thorough weekly 
brushing will keep the coat in good condition. Extra care 
should be taken when the soft dense undercoat is being 
shed, as matting is very possible. Baths or dry shampoo 
as necessary. This breed sheds heavily twice a year 

 

The Collie needs plenty of exercise, which includes a 
daily, long walk. They enjoy some romps off the leash in 
a safe area or fenced yard. The Collie will dog okay in an 
apartment as long as they are sufficiently exercised. 
They are relatively inactive indoors and do best with at 
least an average-sized yard. The can be sensitive to the 
heat.  Life span is 14-16 years of age. 

 

Known health problem are : Collie Eye, PRA,  Multidrug 
sensitivity, Gastric torsion ("Bloat")  Epilepsy, gray collie 
syndrome 

 

Today's Collie has transferred their working abilities to 
serving as a devoted family dog.  For many years his 
popularity has placed him among the top twenty of the 
favorite dogs registered by the American Kennel Club.

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 Learn the Disease: PARVO 
The canine parvovirus is a relative newcomer. The original canine 
parvovirus, discovered in 1967 and called "CPV-1," did not represent 
much of a medical threat except to newborn puppies but by 1978, a 
new variant, "CPV-2" appeared in the U.S. This newer version seems 
to represent a mutation from the feline parvovirus, however, this has 
never been proven. The current prevalent theory is that CPV mutated 
from an unidentified parvovirus . Two additional strains of canine 
parvovirus CPV2a and CPV2b were identified in 1979 and 1984 
respectively. Most cases of canine parvovirus are believed to be of 
these two strains, which have replaced the original strain, thus 
making the present day virus different from the virus originally 
discovered though indistinguishable by most routine tests. It is also 
worth mentioning CPV-2c, discovered in the year 2000, which is able 
to infect cats.  
Parvoviruses are smaller than most viruses and consist of a protein 
coat (a "capsid") and a single strand of DNA inside. It is hard to 
believe that such a simply constructed organism could be so deadly; 
however, this virus has proved especially effective at infecting rapidly 
dividing host cells such as intestinal cells, bone marrow cells, cells of 
the lymph system, and fetal cells. CPVs are not enveloped in fat the 
way many other viruses are, it is especially hardy in the environment. 
It is able to overwinter freezing temperatures in the ground outdoors 
plus many household disinfectants are not capable of killing it 
indoors.  There are two forms of CPV: intestinal and cardiac. Puppies 
are most susceptible. Most dogs that are infected, however, (more 
than 80 percent) will show no symptoms. With severe disease, dogs 
can die within 48 to 72 hours with no treatment. In the more common, 
less severe form, mortality is about 10 percent. Certain breeds, such 
as Rottweilers, Doberman Pinschers, Labrador Retrievers, and Pit 
bull terriers as well as other black and tan colored dogs may also be 
more susceptible to CPV  Along with age and breed, factors such as 
a stressful environment, as well as concurrent infections with 
bacteria, parasites, and canine coronavirus increase a dog's risk of 
severe infection.  
Intestinal form 
Dogs become infected through oral contact with CPV in feces, 
infected soil, or fomites carrying the virus. Following ingestion, the 
virus replicates in the lymphoid tissue in the throat, and then spreads 
to the bloodstream. From there, the virus attacks rapidly dividing 
cells, notably those in the lymph nodes interstinal and bone marrow 
There is depletion of lymphocytes in lymph nodes andnecrosis and 
destruction of the intestinal crypts. Bacteria that normally live in the 
intestines then cross into the bloodstream and cause  sepsis. Three 
to four days following infection, the virus is shed in the feces for up to 
three weeks, and the dog may remain an asymptomatic carrier and 
shed the virus periodically.  
Cardiac form 
This form is less common and affects puppies infected in utero or 
shortly after birth until about 8 weeks of age. The virus attacks the 
heart muscle and the puppy often dies suddenly or after a brief 
period of breathing difficulty. On the microscopic level, there are 
many points of necrosis of the heart muscle that goes alongside 
mononuclear celular infiltrate. The formation of excess fibrous tissue) 
is often evident in surviving dogs. The disease may or may not be 
accompanied with the signs and symptoms of the intestinal form. 
However, this form is now rarely seen due to widespread vaccination 
of breeding dogs.  
Even less frequently, the disease may also lead to a generalized 
infection in neonates and cause lesions and viral replication and 
attack in other tissues other than the intestinal tissues and heart, but 

alsobrain, liver lungs kidneys and adrenak cortex. The lining of the 
blood vessels are also severely affected, which lead the lesions in 
this region to hemorrhage.  
Symptoms 
Dogs that develop the disease show symptoms of the illness within 3 
to 10 days. The symptoms include Lethargy, vomiting, fever, and 
diarrhea (usually bloody). Diarrhea and vomiting result in 
dehydratuion and secondary infections can set in. Because of 
destruction of the normal intestinal lining, blood and protein leak into 
the intestines leading to anemia and loss of protein, and endotoxins 
escaping into the bloodstream, causingendotoxenia. The white blood 
cell level drops, further weakening the dog. Any or all of these factors 
can lead to death. 
 Diagnosis 
Diagnosis is made through detection of CPV in the feces by either an 
ELISA or hemagglutination test, or throughelectron microscopy. 
Clinically, the intestinal form of the infection can sometimes be 
confused with the likes of Corona or another form of enteritis. 
Parvovirus, however, is more serious and the presence of bloody 
diarrea, a low white count, and necrosis of the intestinal lining. The 
cardiac form is typically easier to diagnose, such that its symptoms 
are highly unique. 
 Treatment 
Survival rate depends on how quickly CPV is diagnosed and how 
aggressive the treatment is. Treatment for severe cases that are not 
caught early usually involves extensive hospitalization, due to the 
severe dehydration and damage to the intestines and bone marrow. 
A CPV test should be given as early as possible if CPV is suspected 
in order to begin early treatment and increase survival rate if the 
disease is found. 
Home treatment using IV fluids is sometimes an effective option, but 
hospitalization may be required. Treatment ideally consists of IV 
fluids and colloids, antinausea injection and antibotic injections. IV 
fluids are administered and antinausea and antibiotic injections are 
given subcutaneously, intramuscularly, or intravenously. The fluids 
are typically a mix of a sterile, balanced electrolyte solution.  
Analgesic medications are also used to counteract the intestinal 
discomfort caused by frequent bouts of diarrhea. 
 The hydration status is originally determined by assessment of 
clinical factors like tacky mucous membranes, concentration of the 
urine, sunken eyes, poor skin elasticity and information gathered in 
bloodwork.  A blood plasma transfusion from a donor dog that has 
already survived CPV is sometimes used. sick dog.  A puppy with 
minimal symptoms can recover in 2 or 3 days if the IV fluids are 
begun as soon as symptoms are noticed and the CPV test confirms 
the diagnosis. However, even with hospitalization, there is no 
guarantee that the dog will survive. A dog that successfully recovers 
from CPV is still contagious for up to 2 months 
 
Prevention is the only way to ensure that a puppy or dog remains 
healthy since the disease is extremely contagious. It is extremely 
important to vaccinate puppies and adult dogs against CPV. The 
duration of immunity of vaccines for CPV has been tested for all 
major vaccine manufacturers in the USA and has been found to be at 
least three years after the initial puppy series and a booster 1 year 
later.  The only household disinfectant that kills the virus is Bleach
