Tribute to Tifany

4-21-99 - 3-29-08

How do you say goodbye to a special friend whose life tragically ends? She was in the prime of her life which found her
playing, romping, jumping and behaving like a puppy, the previous afternoon. In fact Tifany had been looking so nice | had
her “primped” for the weekend of 4 dog shows.

Saturday morning found me loading 3 dogs (Tifany, Natalie & Little John) for the local UKC dog shows. First thing in the
morning Tifany threw up and did not eat her breakfast. | debated about taking her along to the show and usually would have
left the dog in question at home, but | guess fate intervened. How tragic if she had not been with me!

At the show, | discovered Tifany had an enlarged stomach that looked like she was pregnant. It also felt extremely hard. |
rushed her to the U of M Emergency Clinic. Radiographs revealed a mass in her abdomen with air in the intestinal tract.
Her glucose was 30 vs 85 & heart rate was extremely fast. The vet said it could either be “a mass of tumors” or “gastric
torsion/bloat”.

They gave her fluids, which seemed to stabilize her and even put a wag back in her tail. | hugged & told her “KEEP
WAGGING YOUR TAIL TIF, KEEP WAGGING IT FOR ME, | WILL SEE YOU LATER"! With that she was taken off to prep
for surgery and | returned to the dog show. Unfortunately, her stomach was torsioned (twisted) a couple of times and she did
not pull through. In my 40 years of breeding German Shepherd Dogs, | have never had bloat/torsion in my dogs.

Her mother, ANNIE (just celebrated her 13" birthday on 11-16-7) — Mari’s TiffAnnie Rose ALee OFA H/E; TC; CGC,; retired
therapy dog, is still alive and doing well.

Nancy Gagliardi Little NSHGC May 2008
My name is Nancy Gagliardi Little. | live with my husband,

Tom, in Chisago City, Minnesota with our four dogs (my two

Border Collies and my husband’s Australian Shepherd and

Labrador). I love the Chisago Lakes area because it reminds

me of the rural area that | spent most of my childhood. |

have the luxury of having my own small dog training

business (Endzone Dog Sports, Inc) that | started after

leaving my 22-year career as a senior software designer and

developer.

Growing up in a very rural setting had a big impact on my life.
| had the very unique advantage of living on the St. John’s
University campus of about 3000 acres of thickly wooded
land with clean spring fed lakes. My family lived in a house
that they rented from St. John’s which bordered on farmland
pastures, where | kept the horses that | owned and rode over
the country trails with my dogs. In the summer, it was like
living in a private resort.

Nancy and Reason

My father, John Gagliardi, is and has been the head football coach at St. John’s University since 1953. He took over
coaching after the legendary Johnny "Blood" McNally (a charter member of the Professional Football Hall of Fame) resigned
telling him that you can’t win football games at St. John’s. Dad went on to become the winningest college football coach and
was inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame along with Joe Paterno and Bobbie Bowden in 2006.

The interesting thing about my Dad’s success is that he has become the winningest football coach by doing things differently
than traditionally is done in football. He has always embraced looking at things outside the box: simplifying, eliminating
things that don’t work, making football fun, and keeping life in perspective. Many of his players, like Mike Grant (Eden Prairie
High School) have also gone on to also be successful football coaches by also using his methods.

So, as you can imagine, | have been greatly influenced by my own father to strive to keep the right mental attitude, to simplify
and break things into their smallest parts in order to work the most important pieces, to find passion and enthusiasm for
whatever you love to do, to think outside the box, and to just enjoy life and all it has to offer. Conversations around the house
were interesting, motivating, and thought provoking when it came to competition and life in general. | am the oldest of four
children and | have one sister and two brothers.

In college, | majored in Computer Science and Mathematics and got a job with Control Data as a systems software engineer
in 1979. That was where | met my husband, Tom, who was also a software engineer. We were married in 1982 and we
promptly bought a yellow Labrador at the humane society as we both missed not having dogs for so long. Tom started
training Maggie at Animal Inn in Lake EImo and after watching them train a go to obedience classes, | wanted my own dog to
train. | had always loved watching the obedience demonstrations that were given in St. Cloud at various places while | was in
school and | knew that | wanted to get involved in training a dog, too.

That was when we bought Damien, a black Labrador, from a newspaper ad. Tom was horrified at this wild puppy that was
into everything and seemed to be in constant motion. He was being sold at about 3 months of age because the owner (who
also had a miniature poodle) was allergic to him. Tom was sure that | would never want him because he was so out of
control. But, | fell in love with him as | have always loved animals with a lot of drive and spirit. So, we brought this puppy into
our lives and he opened up a whole new world for me. He loved training and he loved working with me. | taught him tricks,
took him on walks, trained him for obedience, participated in demonstrations at various events, did some water & land
retrieve training, and got involved in scent hurdle competition and then flyball. Damien was my Novice A obedience dog and
consistently placed in all his classes all the way through Utility. The day after he got his UD, he won a very large combined
Utility class under Bob Self and got 40 OTCH points. | was totally hooked after that. He went on to finish his OTCH, was
ranked #5 all breed in the nation in the Shuman system and was inducted in the Flyball Hall of Fame. Tom and Maggie also
got a UD and some OTCH points as well.

While | was competing in obedience, | met Dick and Kay Guetzloff who at the time were living in lllinois. Kay is the breeder of
Heelalong Border Collies and she loved the drive and intensity that Damien brought into the obedience ring. She told me that
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I would never find another dog like him because he was also very willing to please and not the typical hard headed Labrador.
For about a year or so, | looked around the rings and in the field for another Lab like Damien, but never did find a consistent
line of dogs that I liked. | kept thinking about Kay and the gorgeous black and white split face Border Collie, Rock, (OTCh
Heelalong Trevwin Rock, who was also the AKC Kennel Ration dog of the year for many years), she was showing. Then
while competing in Super Dog at Duluth obedience regional in 1985 with Damien, | watched an incredible performance by a
trainer/handler with a dark red/liver colored Border Collie. | was enamored with this amazing team and how nearly perfect
every run seemed to be. | watched her train this dog in the evening and | watched her in the practice ring. Janice DeMello
and Widget ended up winning Super Dog at that regional and | eventually because good friends with her as she is the
breeder (Hob Nob Border Collies) of the two current dogs that | am currently training and competing.

It was after that weekend that | knew that | wanted a Border Collie and Tom also decided that he wanted one, too. Since
Tom'’s dog, Maggie, was closer to retirement, he got the first Border Collie from Kay Guetzloff. Tack was born in March of
1986. He was a black and white tri boy that we named.

When | was ready for my Border Collie, Kay wasn't breeding any litters, but she was breeding, Rock, to Mary Whorton’s
female — a black and white perfectly marked OTCH/TDX bitch, Shari., So, in October of 1986, my gorgeous classically
marked black and white boy, Cruiser, was born. Cruise went on to become “OTCh Tystar Cruise Control UD” and he also
introduced me to the wonderful world of herding. At that time, Border Collies were still in the Miscellaneous Class and there
were no AKC herding trials — only USBCHA trials and ASCA trials. | started attending Bob Vest seminars and also getting
some stock time at various farms around the area. Cruiser was a lot of dog for me — a person that was just learning about
herding and had no sheep/stock sense. We managed to get an ASCA STDs title. Cruiser also got me involved in some of
the very beginnings of agility in this area. But | only dabbled in it as | got more involved in herding.

Tom trained Tack through his CDX and he had to quit training while he got busy at work. | put the UD on Tack and then took
him on to finish his OTCh and UDX as he became “OTCH Heelalong Sharp As A Tack UDX". Tack was not interested in
sheep; he only wanted to fetch sticks and toys. Tack lived until the age of 17 years and 3 months, while Cruiser lost a battle
to lymphosarcoma at 10.

In 1986, | was approved as an AKC obedience judge and eventually was licensed to judge all classes through Utility. | was
very fortunate to have been able to judge all over the country and was even invited to judge the 1995 Eastern Obedience
Regional in Raleigh, North Carolina and the very last 2000 National Obedience Classic in Louisville, Kentucky.

Around the mid-1990's, | got involved in the Border Collie Society of America (which is now the parent club). There was talk
that the AKC was going to kick the Border Collie out of the Miscellaneous Group and many of the obedience competitors
were concerned that the breed would no longer be able to compete in AKC obedience trials, just like the Kelpie who was
removed from the Miscellaneous group and could no longer compete in AKC events. So, we recruited many experienced
Border Collie obedience competitors around the country into the club. Some did not believe that AKC would remove the
breed from the Miscellaneous Group and did not want to be a part of the club. We eventually ended up with a very strong
performance club and the officers in this early part of the club’s history were all very experienced Border Collie obedience
folks. | served as Vice President (2 year term), Secretary (2 year term), and Board member (two 2 year terms). We had
some rough rides over the years on our way to becoming the parent club as well as even getting the breed recognized in
1997. But | am very proud of what the BCSA has accomplished over the years. Too many wonderful things to mention here,
but mostly I am proud of the club’s emphasis is on maintaining the Border Collie’s amazing herding instincts.

In January of 1995, | bought my next Border Collie from Denise Wall in North Carolina. Denise is a very experienced
USBCHA herding trialer and she is also on the health committee for the American Border Collie Association which is a
Border Collie working registry (non AKC). Gimmick was a black and white tri and he was just about the sweetest Border
Collie that ever lived. He could be trusted with lambs, cats, and children. He took me to higher levels in obedience with
many High In Trials and High Combined Awards and became my first herding champion. Gimmick became “HC OTCH
Endzone Gimmick UDX HXAsd HIBs”. Unfortunately; | lost Gimmick to cancer in September of 2007 after 14 months of
remission from when it was diagnosed. Unknown to me, he actually finished his HC with a large tumor in his intestine. He
was all heart and he lived to work sheep. You can read my tribute to Gimmick at:

My next Border Collie came to me from Janice DeMello, who | had become close friends with and also had been taking
obedience lessons from over the years with Tack and also Gimmick. Reason came to me in June of 1999 and he is the light
of my life. He is the most versatile dog | have ever owned as he can come off the herding field after pushing sheep around
and then run a blazing fast and focused agility course. He is also my most amazingly talented obedience dog as he is a very
flashy heeling dog with a blazing fast recall and retrieve. He finished his Herding Championship in April of 2007. He went into
that trial needing 3 points to finish the title. He won 5 out of the 6 classes that weekend, getting 2 majors, 1 HIT and 1 RHIT.
He went home with 18 points for the weekend which put him at 27 points total.
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Reason HIT Jan.2008 Reason, doing what he loves

| am still competing with Reason in AKC herding as we are running in Advanced B sheep and only need one more leg to
finish his Advanced B duck title. He has also set out sheep for a few local herding trials.

Reason brought me into the world of agility because he needed more work and | wanted to join popular sport. Because he is
such an amazingly fast dog, | had a difficult time learning how to do all the agility handling at high speed. | eventually got it,
and he is currently running in Masters in USDAA and only needs one Super Q in Snooker to finish his ADCH. In AKC Agility,
he qualified for AKC Nationals last year and he needs only 6 more double Q’s to finish his MACH.

Because of my love (and my dogs’ talent) love for herding and agility, Reason’s obedience career has been fit into the
schedule when | have had the time. He got his UD last year by competing and placing many times in Utility B and | have
been trialing him on occasion in local obedience trials. He has had 10 High In Trial's in his career, by winning many Open B
classes. He won a very competitive Open B class at the Land O’ Lakes KC trial on January 5th and he also went High In
Trial at the Northstar Herding Group Club’s obedience trial on January 26". He is one third of the way towards his OTCH.

Reason is currently known as “HC Hob Nob Endzone Meant To Be HXAsd HIBs MX MXJ OF UD”

Being so involved in herding and agility, | no longer have weekends available for judging obedience. So in February of 2008, |
officially retired from obedience judging. | have always enjoyed judging, but | actually enjoy training and competing with my
dogs in the various venues even more.

My youngest Border Collie, Score, was born in September of 2004. He is a black and white male that is very closely related
to Reason as they have the same sire and Reason’s mother is Score’s grandmother. Score is trialing in herding and agility.
He is also being trained in obedience, but is not ready to show. | hope to have him ready this fall to for his Advanced herding
title and start accumulating championship points. He is also trialing in AKC Excellent B classes and has 5 double Q’s
towards him MACH. Score’s is also known as “Hob Nob In the Endzone HIBs MX MJX OF”.

Score
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Since my life now revolves around training and competing, | am getting another puppy in June from Janice DeMello and Hob
Nob Border Collies. He or she will also be related to Score and Reason.

| teach obedience classes at Total Recall and also teach private obedience lessons for people that want to compete. My
obedience training has improved dramatically because of my experience in training competitive herding with my dogs and |
have been able to pass my experience on to my students (with and without herding breeds) to help them improve their
training. One other big influence for me in training dogs has been Marc Christopher, who comes to Minnesota in June every
year to do herding clinics (he’s been coming here since 2000). Marc is a master of dog behavior and he has taught me how
read and respond to dog training issues in a way that better communicates what | am trying to teach the dog. Like my own
father, Marc trains untraditionally and simplifies the complicated sport of herding. | highly recommend attending one of
Marc’s herding seminars — even as an auditor — to learn more about training dogs in general. He is a very articulate person
and has great analogies to help novice people (as well as experienced people) learn about herding and training dogs in
general.

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The Swedish Vallhund is AKC's 156th breed. They are also
known as Vasgotaspets and Swedish Cattle dog. They are believed
to be an ancient breed, which goes back well over 1000 years, to the
days of the Vikings. Then the Swedish Vallhund was known as the
"Vikingarnas Hund", the "Viking Dog." They are sometimes also
referred to as "Spitz of the West Goths."

Historians are not sure of which may be true but some say that the
SV is related to the corgi, or that the SV may be the older of the 2
breeds. The Swedish Vallhund is longer legged, shorter in body
length and not as stocky as the Corgi

The Vallhund are a powerful, fearless, watchful, energetic, alert,
intelligent, friendly, and healthy. They were bred to work on farms
and ranches as a cattle/sheep herder, catch vermin, and guard the
home.

In 1942, Mr. Bjorn von Rosen, became involved. He had worked to save several old Swedish breeds from extinction and
remembered the Swedish Vallhund from his boyhood. He placed an ad asking about them, to which Mr. K.G. Zettersten
responded. By 1942, the breed was almost extinct. Working together, the men found a few of the old Swedish Vallhunds and
began a breeding program. In 1948, the Swedish Kennel Club recognized the breed and the Swedish Vallhund was known
as "Vallhund," which meant "herding dog." In 1964, with the Swedish standard revised, the breed became known as
Vastgotaspets after the Swedish province Vastergotland in which the revived breeding originated.

In 1974, the first Swedish Vallhund came to England, to Ryslip Kennels. In 1978, Nicky Gascoigne, a force in the introduction
of this breed to England, worked with others to form the Swedish Vallhund Society, which received approval from the UK
Kennel Club in 1980.

The first two Swedish Vallhunds were imported to California in early 1984. In 1985, Marilyn Thell of Rhode Island, was
visiting England and saw Swedish Vallhunds at Crufts. Being of Swedish descent, and after learning more about the breed's
background, Marilyn brought two Swedish Vallhunds to the United States in July 1985. The first litter in the United States was
whelped at Jonricker Kennel, September 4, 1986.

In 1987, Mrs. Marilyn Thell of Jonricker Kennels, Rhode Island. formed the Swedish Vallhund Enthusiasts of America
(SVEA). In 1994, the Club name was changed to Swedish Vallhund Club of America (SVCA). The Swedish Vallhund was
accepted into full AKC recognition on June 27, 2007.

The Swedish Vallhund is a hardy and healthy dog, with a life expectancy of 13 - 15 years and often lives even up to 17 - 18
years.

Height 12.5 - 13.5 inches for males and 11.5 - 12.5 inches for Females. Weigh is 20 to 35 pounds Strong for their size and
have a muscular body.

The dog's coat should be of medium length, and harsh. The top coat is close and tight and undercoat is soft and dense.

A Sable pattern (black-tipped hairs) seen in colors of gray through red and combinations of these colors in various shades.
Lighter shades of these colors are desirable on the chest, belly, buttocks, lower legs, feet and hocks, with darker hairs on
back, neck and sides of the body. Lighter markings on shoulders, so-called harness markings, are essential. White is
permitted as a narrow blaze, neck spot, slight necklace, and white markings on the front and hind legs, and chest but not in
excess of one third of the dog’s color

They love human attention and are very devoted to their owners. They are a clownish type dog and can be a show-off at
times. The Swedish Vallhund is responsive and even-tempered with most people. But they can be wary of strangers and
should be properly socialized and trained as a puppy as to avoid over-protective behavior as an adult. They will try to guard
your home even if they are 3 sizes too small, so to say, for the job at hand . This breed makes a great companion.

There are few negative genetic factors known about the SV. Although they are uncommon, cleft palates and heart problems
have been occasionally reported in the breed. There may also be an eye condition which, given current knowledge, does not
affect visual acuity but needs to be considered in breeding circumstances.
