TWO AKC/USA TEAM MEMBERS WIN INDIVIDUAL GOLD MEDALS AT 2008 AGILITY WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS

AKC/USA Team Triumphs in Large and Small Dog Individual Competitions

New York, NY- The American Kennel Club(r) is pleased to announce that two members of the AKC/USA Agility World
Team have won Individual Gold Medals in their respective jump heights at the 2008 FCI Agility World Championships.
Marcus Topps of Garland, TX and his Border Collie MACH2 Peak's Juice ("Juice") triumphed in the Large Dog Individual
competition while Marcy Mantell of Foster City, CA and her Shetland Sheepdog MACH Plail's Few And Far Between, CDX
PT MXF ("Wave") came away with the top prize in the Small Dog Individual competition.

Held September 26-28 in Helsinki, Finland, the Agility World Championships was attended by more than 360 dog and
handler pairs from over 30 countries. The AKC/USA Team sent 13 competitors to Finland, comprising Small, Medium
and Large Dog teams. Over the three days, AKC/USA team members completed two team runs and two individual runs.

Topps and "Juice" completed four clear rounds over the competition period and had the fastest time, vaulting from fourth
to first place after their last run. Mantell and "Wave" moved from eighth to first place after turning in a 30.93-second final
run.

The medal winners were presented their awards at the closing ceremonies. All countries paraded back into the arena and
stayed there to honor the winners. The national anthem for each winning country was played when the awards were
presented. The United States got to hear the Star Spangled Banner twice in the closing ceremony.



Each Individual Gold Medal Winner is automatically guaranteed a spot in the 2009 FCI Agility World Championships. Now

Marcy and Marcus will need to decide if they want to return to defend their titles.

The AKC Team sponsor, | Love Dogs, Inc. had a champagne reception waiting back at the hotel lobby for Team
AKC/USA and all their supporters. It was a great way to end an amazing day. Next year's event will be held in Dornbirn,

UK Kennel Club Announces New Changes to
Safeguard Health of Pedigree Dogs

The Kennel Club is launching a complete review
of every pedigree dog breed in the UK in a move
that will have far-reaching benefits for the health
of many breeds. It has also called on the
government to give it the statutory powers to
clamp down on breeders who fail to make a dog’s
health their top priority.

A breed health plan will be coordinated for each
of the UK’s 209 pedigree breeds and will benefit
from the extensive research that has been funded
by the Kennel Club in conjunction with renowned
veterinary research centers over the past 40
years. This will include updated breed standards
to ensure that no dog is bred for features that
might prevent it from seeing, walking and
breathing freely. Judges will be fully briefed on
the new breed standards so that only the
healthiest dogs are rewarded in the show ring.

The Kennel Club is releasing the first of these
new breed standards today, for the Pekingese,
and has the breed
following extensive and abortive

consultations. This is set to radically improve the
health of the Pekingese which for nearly a
hundred years was bred to have a flat face; a
feature which can lead to breathing problems;
under the new health plan the breed will be
required to have a defined muzzle.

The breed health plans, which are scheduled to
be completed by early next year, will also
incorporate the results of a thorough, ongoing
analysis of the health status and genetic diversity
of each breed, drawing on results from the world’s
largest dog health survey, conducted by the
Animal Health Trust and funded by the_Kennel
Club Charitable Trust in 2004. This will ensure
that breeders and buyers are aware of the health
tests that should be carried out for each

breed. The final part of the plans will look at ways
breeders can expand the gene pool of the breed.

In order to ensure that the plans are effective and
reach all dogs, the Kennel Club has called on the
government to give it statutory powers to make its
established Accredited Breeder Scheme
compulsory throughout the country. If successful,
this would mean that all breeders who are not part

of the scheme and who have not officially confirmed
their willingness

! help to safeguard the health of
our pedigree dogs. We have been listening and
agree with the general public’s view that more
needs to be done.

“Steps such as our breed health plans will enable
us to ensure that the health of every dog is the
number one priority and we are taking a tougher
line with breed clubs by adjusting those breed
standards that fail to promote good health. By
asking the government for statutory powers we
will be able to take a tougher line with all breeders
and breed clubs that fail to abide by our high
standards. This in turn will enable us to extend
the reach of our Accredited Breeder Scheme,
which is the quality control mechanism within our
registration process, so that all dogs will be bred
by people who abide by our stringent rules and
regulations for the breeding of healthy, happy
dogs.

“We have been working hard in recent years to
identify and address health problems that exist in
dogs, and we are taking advantage of the
opportunities that advances in science have given
us to improve dog health. We look forward to
continuing our work with various institutions and
organizations that share the same objective: to
protect the health and welfare of all dogs.”



Coronavirus is a genus of animal virus
belonging to the family Coronaviridae. Canine
Coronavirus is a single stranded RNA type of virus
with a fatty protective coating.

Coronaviruses also cause a range of diseases in
dogs, cats, humans, cattle, pigs, horses, chickens,
rats, and mice. Different members of the
coronavirus family have a predilection for specific
species.

There are two types of canine coronavirus (CCoV),
one that causes mild gastrointestinal disease and
one that has been found to cause respiratory
disease Canine coronavirus is a virus of the family
Coronaviridae that causes a highly contagious
intestinal disease worldwide in dogs. but is highly
unlikely to be contagious to a person or other
animal.

It was discovered in 1971 in Germany during an
outbreak in sentry dogs. The virus invades and
replicates in the small intestine. Most cases are
considered to be very mild or without symptoms. A
more serious complication of canine coronavirus
occurs when the dog is also infected with canine
parvovirus.. The diarrhea can be watery, yellowish-
orange in color, bloody, mucoid,.

The incubation period is only one to three days.
The disease is highly contagious and is spread
through the feces of infected dogs, who usually
shed the virus for six to nine days, but up to six
months following infection. Clinical signs can vary
tremendously from mild and undetectable to severe
and fatal, but commonly include vomiting, diarrhea
that may contain mucus or blood and usually has
an offensive odor, depression, anorexia, and
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occasionally fever. Diagnosis is through detection
of virus particles in the feces. There is no specific
treatment for coronavirus, but treatment usually
only requires medication for diarrhea, but more
severely affected dogs may require intravenous
fluids for dehydration. Fatalities are rare but
puppies can die from severe dehydration and
enteritis, which is inflammation of the small
intestine.

It is estimated that at least 50% of all virus-type
diarrhea is infected with both Parvovirus and
Coronavirus. It is estimated that over 90% of all
dogs have had exposure to Coronavirus at one
time or another. Dogs that have recovered from
Coronavirus develop some immunity, but the
duration of immunity is unknown. . The virus is
destroyed by most available disinfectants. There is
a vaccine available, and it is usually given to
puppies, who are more susceptible to canine
coronavirus, and to dogs that have a high risk of
exposure, such as show dogs.

A second type of canine coronavirus Canine
respiratory coronavirus(CRCoV) has been shown to
cause respiratory disease in dogs. It was found to
be similar to strain OC43 of bovine and human
coronaviruses, it was first isolated in the United
Kingdom in 2003 and has since been found on the
European mainland and in Japan. A study in 2006
has also shown antibodies to CRCoV to be present
in dogs in Canada and the USA . A study in
Saskatchewan found that CRCoV may have been
present there as far back as 1996.

It is thought that the Beardie was used in cattieed from 1707 through the early 1880s, drivinglegrom North and
West Highlands to market. The Beardie was evideatt as early as 1771, when Gainsborough paihe®tke of
Buccleuch with his dog. The Beardie reappearedtinraReinagle's 1804 painting of 'The Shephdbdig' and Herring's
'‘Bearded Collie and Hound' in 1855. The safesigithat can be said about the origins of the Beh@idlie is that they
are lost in the mists of antiquity.

In 1891, D.J. Thomson Gray wrote the book, “The £ofiScotland”, he referred to the Bearded Coliename.

The first show at which the breed was classifiedyéwver, is thought to be the 1897 Edinburgh ShothefScottish
Kennel Club. In that show a separate class wasgedvfor working dogs, where the entry was confitedhepherds and
drovers.

In 1898, Mrs. Hall Walker, using information frone8rdie enthusiast and judge H. Panmure Gordongvarotarticle for
"Our Dogs" which codified the standard for the Bt Collie, refining and clarifying one offered lgarby Gray. Mrs.
Walker's 'standard' has remained, with few altensti relatively intact in current standards in Eangl and abroad to this
day.
