Congress enacted the federal Farm Bill, including provisions prohibiting animal fighting ventures and limiting the
importation of live dogs into the United States if the dogs are younger than six months old and imported for the
purpose of resale. President Bush's earlier veto of the bill was overridden when the House of Representatives
voted 316-108 on Wednesday, and the Senate voted 82-13 on Thursday to override, easily exceeding the two-
thirds majority required of both houses to override a presidential veto.
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Educational Meeting
Twin Cities Animal Rehab Clinic
Burnsville, MN
May 15, 2008

Instead of our regular monthly meeting in May, the NSGHC held an educational event at the Twin Cities Animal
Rehabilitation Clinic in Burnsville (web site: http://www.tcrehab.com/index.html ). The clinic was opened in August, 2007 by
Dr. Julia Tomlinson, to treat geriatric dogs, dogs who need physical conditioning, dogs with sports injuries and dogs
recovering from surgery. Cats are also treated at TCARC. Dr. Julia Tomlinson is a Certified Canine Rehabilitation
Practitioner (CCRP). She is also a board certified ACVS veterinary surgeon and has a PhD in Physiology and a Master of
Science. Dr. Julia has a special interest in sports medicine and therapy for chronic pain. She is a member of the Canine
Sports Medicine Association and the International Veterinary Academy of Pain Management. She is also the founding
member of the American Association of Rehabilitation Veterinarians.

About a dozen NSHGC members attended. After a brief business meeting, Dr. Julia gave an interesting presentation on the
need for canine therapy, the history of animal therapy as a veterinary specialty, types of injuries and causes, intake
assessment, forms of treatment, medications and equipment. Then we toured the facility, and President Brooks’ cattle dog
“Mira,” who has been treated by TCARC for a sacral injury, demonstrated the underwater treadmill and stretching on the
exercise ball.

Thanks to Barb Zusan and Deb Johnson who brought delicious home made cookies. We enjoyed them with beverages
provided by our host.

'Tis said he was used by thenfhilgesaof Wales to
pull fairy coaches, work fairy cattle, and sesteeasfor the fairy
warriors. Even today those people with keenl eyeeestanding
hearts may see the marks of the "fairy saddletan vver the
shoulders.

Although all evidence seems to point to tla flaetRembroke Welsh
Pembroke Welsh Corgi Corgi is a much younger dog than the Cardig&oWyelghs still true
that the Corgi from Pembrokeshire is a bresidiefatiia antiquity No
breed that traces its origin back to A.D. 1i@Tegarded as an
especially new type of dog.

The more commonly accepted theory traces aukina\ian raiders bringing their dogs withtligeBritsh Isles,
possibly as far back as the 9th or 10th ceat8ryedish Vallhund is seen to bear many sitolardsey's Pembroke
Welsh Corgi and is presumed to have been bedtveviielsh dogs. It is also thought that theodglysover with
Flemish weavers, who settled in Pembrokeshii&a&suin the 12th century, were bred witl tadtledogs adding
the Spitz characteristics that the Pembrokedigelskp@esses today. No matter what theroieeedidyt history, the
Pembroke Welsh Corgi breed developed in Penehndladekj and was used to drive cattle bytmgopiegls and
barking. His low stature helped him roll outayf wieen a cow kicked. Corgis still maintabitieien chasing each
other. The Pembroke and Cardigan varietieehlyenéeftered until the 1930's, after whickeueesiried to accentuate
their differences.

The breed was first officially exhibited assth€®¥glin England in 1925 and was eligibjeete tmmehallenge
certificates in 1927. Both Pembrokes and Caligahswn in the same classes as one bre@gdynthdn the
Kennel Club (British) separated the two bre&ds. Hémbroke registered with the AKC appe¥8édRembroke were
first exhibited in the U.S. in 1936.

The Pembroke Welsh Corgi is a hardy, highgpnintddkdient, protective and devoted dogr€ergremely active and
devoted little dogs, and are usually good vd#ratenshildren.
