When you hear the phrase “This is the hardest thing | have ever done with a dog”, and you hear it more than once,
it should be an indication to you that this endeavor is not for the dog dilettante. Yes, obedience, Rally-O, agility
and many other dog sports eat their share of time, money and your ability to think, but the addition of livestock is a
significant factor that adds more than one dimension to learning the “controlled passage of stock” required.
Having said this (if you are still reading along) herding is the most satisfying thing | have ever done with a dog.
The partnership required, the ability to read stock, the number of times the perfect picture changes and requires

your quick reaction, are things that you cannot duplicate in any other discipline.

Where did this start? | went to a herding instinct test in 2002 with Maggie, my now nearly nine year old Pembroke.
It was sponsored by the North Star Herding Group Club, and | met some members there, particularly Karin
Andreen, who was so supportive that day! Joanna Lund conducted the test. | entered the test area with her and
tried to stick close to her as she directed Maggie around three sheep. Maggie showed some promise (I think this
is an arrangement that the testers and sheep work out to start your addiction, by the way), and | contacted
Susane Hoffman about lessons. | also joined the North Star club.

Maggie, we learned, has her own approach to herding. She has talent—but | swear she said to me one day:
“These sheep aren’t getting out. They are fenced in. | brought them to you, and then you wanted them back
where they were. | took them down there, and now you want them back here. Why don’t YOU take them where
you want them and stop wasting my time?”

She isn't really wrong (in her mind anyway) but it wasn’t exactly the work ethic required. So Maggie is not herding any longer.
If I had sheep, she’d be an excellent chore dog!

Most of us did not grow up around sheep (ducks, cattle) and we do not own them today. At a rate of one lesson per week,
maybe two if we are so lucky, it takes time for the human part of the team to learn how to read stock. And this is the most
important piece of the herding puzzle. You learn it best in with the sheep. Although I think you can also learn a lot by
watching—at a trial or at lessons with other students—nothing replaces your own self out in the pen or field, trying to figure
out where everyone should be. (and then they move)

So my nearly four year old corgi, Winn, has been in training since he was 12 weeks old. He has a ton of potential and if he
lived with sheep, and a sheepherder, he'd be GREAT. As it is, we've been taking herding lessons all that time and Winn
might (MIGHT!) be ready for a trial (Started Sheep) in 2008. For the past three-plus years, we have taken the only car ride he
seems to enjoy. We turn LEFT instead of RIGHT and he knows this is the way to our herding lesson. (Since this is my article
| can insert a brag—which has NOTHING to do with me—Winn'’s parents were the first two Dual Champions--CH and HC—in
Pembroke history.) Our first work was in a small pen, and here is where you find out how good your stop, and your recall,
really are. And if they are not good, you need to perfect them outside the pen, away from stock, so that you can get them
when there is stock involved. Once that's done you learn the first moves of moving sheep. (Note: this is all based on trialing.
If you have stock at home, you have chores, and your herding is to get the stock from one place to another usually, or into a
trailer, or a pen)

The basics of herding seem so simple on paper—flank your dog out around the sheep, stop, have the dog bring
the sheep to (you) the handler, and then either walk with the sheep or have the dog drive them ahead of you. Put
them away. Hold them in one spot. Keep them together. Don'’t rush. Don't yell. And most importantly, don’t cry
when none of this happens for a while.

In thinking about writing this article, | had to remind myself that we have indeed made progress. Susane has
stopped saying, “stop spinning”. She no longer needs to tell me “Keep moving” (these are the two things | heard
most often. There are lots more instructions of course.) We have a long way to go. In fact, | believe I'll be a
herding student for the rest of my life. My philosophy is that it's the journey, not the destination. And those
moments when you're in the flow, and everyone is just walking right along, are worth a lot. Getting eight feet of a
perfect walk-up the other day was something on which to build. Getting a nice square flank on the first try after a
month off was a thrill. Having Winn tuck a sheep back in was fun to see.

We are blessed to have several instructors in the area, and they are listed every month in the newsletter. There is
a local herding trial in June and one in September. The club plans to hold a herding event (likely Herding Instinct)
in the next twelve months. Good luck on your journey.
