Amelia's first show dog, CH CC's Crystal 
Blue Persuasion ("Crystal") took 4th in Veteran Bitch, 10 years and older Sweepstakes, and 2nd in that class in the 
Specialty show.  Amelia won Best Junior Handler with CH Hillhaven's Li'l Shenanigan ("Lily").  Louanne and Gauley 
(CH Hillhaven Journey the Rapids) qualified both days in PT sheep, earning his first herding title.

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Pet Insurance – Is it Right for You? 

 

Health insurance is certainly a hot topic in our country these days, as debates rage on over a government run public 
health insurance option.  However, I am not writing this to talk about health insurance for people, but rather our pets.  Pet 
insurance is a relatively new concept in this country, and in my experiences I have found that very few pet owners or 
veterinarians are overly aware of what is available for our four-legged family members.    This article will feature some of my 
own personal learnings about pet insurance, and hopefully provide a clearer picture on whether Pet insurance may be right 
for you. 

 I currently own 4 dogs and a cat, and up until this past year, I never thought Pet insurance was a good idea, or even 
affordable with multiple pets.  Costly monthly premiums would add up to close to $1000 a year, and that’s a lot of money to 
pay “just in case”.  However, between June of 2008 and March of 2009, I had 2 dogs ingest 2 different foreign bodies (a rock 
and a towel, for those of you who were curious), necessitating $5000 in surgeries and follow-up care.  Ouch.  Both dogs are 
totally fine and 100% recovered, but my bank account was another story! 

 Shortly after the “towel-endectomy” in March, I began to seriously research pet insurance, to see if it made sense for 
me.  There are many companies out there, some big, some small.  Veterinary Pet Insurance (VP – www.petinsurance.com ) 
is probably the most well-known insurer, as they advertise quite a bit.  I was fortunate enough to know someone who took out 
a VPI policy on her dog that they anticipated needing ACL surgery.  She informed me that while the monthly premiums were 
fairly low, VPI operates off of a “benefit schedule”, which means that they will only reimburse you for the cost associated with 
their benefit schedule, for example if they feel anesthesia should only be $75 but your vet charges $125, you only get 
reimbursed $75.  It does not take into consideration that costs are higher in say New York City, and lower in rural Kansas.  
When I looked at their benefit schedule in March 2009, their most “current” benefit schedule was from 2007, another concern.  
They also require you pay a deductible, so when it was all said and done, you were still paying quite a bit out of pocket for 
coverage. 

 I decided that VPI was not the Pet insurance for me, so I kept searching.  I happened upon an excellent website, 
www.petinsurancereview.com , a one stop shop for comparing all US pet policies, with average consumer ratings 
associated with them from actual users, as well as consumer feedback, both good and bad.  The website is fairly strict about 
“fake”posts, so I spent a lot of time on it.  I also spent a fair amount of time on the phone talking to the different companies, 
asking them about my dogs and what they do and do not cover.  Would the dog who ate the towel be covered if he eats 
something again?  Will you insure my 9 year old epileptic corgi?  I am getting a new dog in a month, when can I enroll him?  
Do you cover broken teeth?  Etc ,etc.  Through all this research I was able to make an informed decision and enroll my 3 
dogs (the 9 year old epileptic corgi is too old to be covered) with Pet Plan (www.gopetplan.com ), a pet insurance company 
founded in the UK (where 20% of pets are insured with some form of health insurance), and based out of Philadelphia here in 
the US.  Their coverage is broad and pays the ACTUAL costs associated with most accidents and illnesses (hospitalization, 
surgeries, medications, etc), including dental emergencies.  Most insurers I talked to do not cover dental.  Some things they 
do not cover are “preventable” illnesses that would come as a result of you not vaccinating your dog, or any costs associated 
with breeding/whelping.  They offered a good monthly premium price combined with variable deductible and co-pay options.  
Also, they offer discounts for microchipped dogs, spayed/neutered dogs, multiple dogs, etc.  It was very easy to set up online, 
and it automatically bills my credit card so I don’t need to worry about missing a payment.  Their forms were very user friendly 
and their claims process is extremely simple and convenient.   

 So was my decision a good one?  So far, the answer is a resounding yes.  When one of my dogs is sick, I feel bad 
enough, and having pet insurance takes the whole “How much is this costing me???” factor out of the equation.  I strongly 
recommend you check out the websites I have referenced in this article if you are curious or have any questions, and I would 
be happy to answer any questions if people are interested as well (see below for my email address).  Have a great November 
& a wonderful Holiday Season!
