Just for information.  Snickers has Lymes and Anaplasmosis, both are tick born diseases.  He has had 
lymes vaccinations and is on Frontline.  We caught it early and he will be fine with 3 wks of 
antibiotics.  I am sending this so that you can keep these diseases in mind if your dogs act off even if 
you are doing all you can to prevent them.  My vet wanted to check lots of things before these 
diseases due to thinking that they were unlikely. Snickers was simply more tired than he should be, I 
insisted that we test for  lymes, I am glad I did.  He is my second dog that got lymes even though he 
had been vaccinated.

AKC Herding Regulation Changes 
Effective January 1, 2011 (unless otherwise noted) 

 
 
 
Changes include: 
 
ü Dogs need only be 6 months old to enter an AKC Instinct Test (still 9 months for HT, PT & Trial classes) 
ü Course A Judging Guidelines: ñIf the stock simply follows the handler through the course, or if the dog simply 

heels or follows off contact through the course, the dog must not qualify. 
ü A club may hold as many Herding TESTS as they want each year (trials are still limited to 8 per club per year) 

(this change effective August 1, 2010) 
ü Lead time for applying to hold a Herding event has been reduced from 24 weeks to 3 months (this change 

effective August 1, 2010) 
ü Specialty clubs may give preference to their own breed in accepting entries (I assume this goes for single-breed 
clubs only, but Iôm not 100% sure) 

ü Stock: PT runs done in boundary style (tending) may use 5 to 12 head of sheep (was a flat 3-5 head for every test 
& trial class....this allows a few more sheep for boundary style) 

ü PT (Pre-Trial Tested): Clubs may choose not to offer boundary style, or may choose to offer only boundary style 
runs, or may offer both. 

ü HT (Herding Tested): A controlled pause at the start of the run is not required to pass, but is desired.  A controlled 
pause IS still required to pass the Pre-Trial Tested class. 

ü Cattle runs in Course A are now allowed a maximum of 12 minutes (was 10 minutes) 
ü Entering the arena: instead of entering off-lead, teams will now enter on-lead and then remove the lead.  Exact 
wording is ñThe lead is removed at the gate after the gate is closed to the arenaò. 

ü C Course: The time of the Wide Graze has been increased.  It was previously 5-10 minutes (judgeôs discretion).  
Started classes will now have 8-12 minutes in the wide graze, Intermediate & Advanced classes will have 8 to 15 
minutes. 

ü Method of breaking ties has changed: 
 Section 9. Ties. All ties, within the same level and the same course shall, if possible, be decided 
 by (in order): 
  Course A:  Best score on crossdrive; 
    Best time. 
  Course B:  Best score on outrun; 
    Best time. 
  Course C:  Best score on grazes; 
    Best time. 
 Ties between levels or between courses (to decide High-in-Trial, Reserve High-in-Trial or for 
 championship points, or to award special trophies) shall, if possible, be broken by (in order) 
 highest level class, then by best percentage of score on the crossdrive, outrun or grazes.

Does anyone know where the coffee pot is 
located as it does not appear to be in the storage unit?  
 
Question was made as to whether we want to allow non-AKC breeds to compete at our agility trials? Do we want to do this? 
No vote was called for but members are asked to think about this and we will have further discussion at a later date. 
 
Newsletter- Karin Andreen agreed to take on the newsletter for a month or so until we can get a new editor lined up. We 
need to find someone who wants to take on this job as Karin prefers not to do this job on a long term basis. 
 
2011 Agility trial has been approved by AKC 
 
The MN 4H state dog project sent a request to us to again fund some of their trophies for their state championships. We 
voted to send them money to cover 10 trophies and will ask that the trophies are designated for kids with herding breed dogs. 
The cost is $28.00 each so Bernie will send a check for $280.00.
